Electrolyte felt to have some membrane stabilization properties

Prehospital Indications


A.
In refractory VF where hypomagnesemia and/or hypokalemia may exist.


B.
In status asthmaticus, refractory to albuterol and epinephrine.


C.
Eclampsia of pregnancy.

Must be administered while IV fluid is running wide open.

Post Medical Control Contact

Adult:
2 Gms very slow IVP (over 1-2 minutes) while flushing with normal saline IV solution running wide open.
