As an anti-convulsant.

As a sedative hypnotic.

Known hypersensitivity to midazolam.

Precautions

A.
Respiratory depression, apnea, respiratory arrest.


B.
Rarely causes hypotension.


C.
Use cautiously if patient may have used ETOH or other CNS depressants or in elderly.

Adult and Pediatric:






1)
0.05 mg/kg  slow IVP (Max 5 mg).






Titrating until desired effect achieved.

2) When an IV cannot be established, consider IM or Rectal routes,






0.1 mg/kg.

Patient sedation prior to pacing or cardioversion:



a.
Adult:  0.5mg - 4mg slow IVP, titrating until sedation occurs.




b.
Pediatric:  0.1mg/kg slow IVP, titrating until sedation occurs.

Patient Sedation or Pain Management Procedure




a.
Adult:
0.5 mg to 4 mg slow IVP. Titrating until desired effect achieved.




b.
Pediatric: 0.1mg/kg, or as ordered, slow IVP.
